• Explanation of the cost benefit analysis of our traditional FPP 

fundraisers handed out-what is the investment and what is the return 
of some of our big fundraisers? 

 
DISCUSSION: 

• A lengthy discussion was held about FPP and what it is…is it 
working?   

• The potential amount of reimbursements that will be paid out for 
FPP hours is $26,400 this school year. 

• FPP is paid up front with the tuition and is reimbursed upon 
completion of 30 hours of work. 

• The question was posed if this system is effective?   
• Questions were raised that elimination of FPP would cause 

volunteer shortages for events and be hard on families who 
depend on receiving their reimbursements.  

• Concerns were also raised that FPP elimination would somehow 
cause a tuition increase or that the $400 would be rolled into 
tuition. 

• Right now are we just making it by only raising enough money to 
pay our commitment to the board ($40,000) and covering misc. 
other expenses ($12,000)?   

• Could we replace FPP with a tuition reduction program such as 
SCRIPS which is used by other Catholic/Christian schools?   

• Ideas were presented/debated about how such a program would 
work and be tracked. 

 
All proposals should be submitted by February 1st and will be sent out to 
the OLV community for review before the next Parent’s Guild meeting, 
February 11th.
